February 27, 1990

· Initial phone call by Gayle McMorrow to the Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation in Dallas; work began by Marsha Eckermann at the direction of National Headquarters to form a Komen chapter in Houston.

1991

· The Houston Chapter of the Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation was incorporated on June 7th serving Brazoria, Chambers, Fort Bend, Galveston, Harris and Montgomery counties. 

· In the Summer, a brunch was held at the Houstonian with Marilyn Quayle and Marsha Eckermann in attendance to announce the formation of the Komen Houston Chapter.  In the afternoon of the same day, a Founding Komen Membership Tea was held at the home of Mary Cullen.

· 1st Komen Houston Race for the Cure® was held on October 5th with 1,000 participants.

1992

· 2nd membership tea was held at the home of Andy Delery. 

· 1st grants were awarded to the Rose, Ben Taub Hospital and the Baylor College of Medicine, totaling $43,100. 

· 1st Komen Houston Affiliate luncheon, chaired by Deborah Blalock, was held at Doubletree with Susan Ford Bales as the speaker. Shara Fryer acted as the Mistress of Ceremonies and Linda McReynolds was the Honorary Chair. 

· 2nd Komen Houston Race for the Cure® was held with 2,400 runners and over 1,000 supporters. $70,000 was raised and Kroger Food Stores joined the Race as the grocery sponsor.

1993

· ZTA Sorority adopted the Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation as their national philanthropy and began their first time support for the Survivors at the 3rd Komen Houston Race for the Cure®.

· 1st newsletter was edited by Mary Chavanne, Board Vice President and printed with the support of Martha Turner, Advisory Board Member. 

· 3rd Komen Houston Race for the Cure® was held with 3,500 runners and walkers raising $90,000.
1994

· The 3rd membership tea was held at the Junior League of Houston.
· 4th Komen Houston Race for the Cure® was held with 5,000 runners and walkers raising $225,000.  The Race introduced the pledge program first chaired by Patty Stone.  The program raised $20,000.    

1995

· Komen Houston Chapter published the 1st edition of the Breast Health Resource Directory which provided a valuable resource on breast health awareness and breast cancer resources for the greater Houston area. 

· The 5th Komen Houston Race for the Cure® was held with over 5,000 participants raising $200,000. 
1996

· The Breast Cancer Awareness Stamp was created and Jane Parker and Gayle McMorrow attended the unveiling of the stamp at the M.D. Anderson Cancer Center.
· 6th Komen Houston Race for the Cure® was held with 7,500 runners and walkers raising more than $300,000.
1997 

· Komen Houston Chapter awarded $495,387 in grants to ten organizations. The University of Texas M.D. Anderson Cancer Center purchased a mobile mammography van with their grant. 

· The first person employed at the Komen Houston Chapter was hired.

· The 7th annual Komen Houston Race for the Cure® was held with 9,200 participants. Barbara Bush was the Honorary Chair.

1998    

· The 8th Komen Houston Race for the Cure was held and chaired by Della Adams, who lost her battle to breast cancer in the Summer of 1999. The Pledge Program increased to more than $100,000 from $62,000 in 1997!                                      

1999 

· The  9th Komen Houston Race for the Cure was held with more than 14,000 participants. This Race was dedicated to Della Adams. She also the honoree at the Membership Reception.  The third Pink Ribbon Golf tournament was held at Longwood Golf Club.

· The Houston Chapter of the Komen Foundation became the Komen Houston Affiliate.
2000

· Komen Houston Affiliate hired Amy Selig, the first Executive Director.
·     The 10th Annual Komen Houston Race for the Cure® was cold, wet and windy, but 19,200 runners and walkers participated.  

· Grants awarded this year totaled $827,909 to seven organizations.
2001

· Komen Houston Affiliate was named Affiliate of the Year. 

· In October, there were 25,000 participants ready to start, but the Komen Houston Race for the Cure® never took place. A six-alarm fire in a building at the 1 mile marker caused the Race to be cancelled.

2003

· 13th Komen Houston Race for the Cure® organizers invited men to participate for the first time. Komen Houston Affiliate granted 16 grants totaling $1,681,257. 

· Komen Houston Affiliate received the Affiliate of the Year award for a second time.
2004

· Komen National honored Houston Affiliate with the Education Outreach Honor Roll Award 

· 14th Komen Houston Race for the Cure® moved from the Galleria area to a new location downtown with over 27,000 participants.
2005

· Komen Houston Affiliate and The Rose co-hosted the 1st Greater Houston Breast Health Summit bringing together breast cancer health providers and advocates from Houston and the surrounding counties. 

· Komen Houston Affiliate held its first Pink Tie Gala in celebration of the Affiliate’s  15th Birthday. The Gala was attended by over 370 people and raised in excess of $250,000. 

· 15th Komen Houston Race for the Cure® was held despite Hurricanes Katrina and Rita records and brought in a record breaking net income of $1.8 million dollars!

2006 

· Komen Houston Affiliate published the 5th edition of the Breast Health Resource Directory in collaboration with the University of Texas M.D. Anderson Cancer Center.
· Affiliate is instrumental in starting a Breast Health Collaborative to unite breast health advocates and providers to educate, advocate and leverage resources in the greater Houston area.
· Affiliate awards $1.85 million for breast cancer education, screening and treatment and $625,000 to breast cancer research.
